Principles and Objectives of a School Travel Plan

A School Travel Plan is a document produced by a school that identifies a series of actions that will:

· minimise car travel to and from school by parents and staff (Environment)
· encourage more Active Travel – e.g. walking and cycling – to improve health and fitness amongst students, parents and staff (Health)
· improve Travel Safety Education in school for students, parents and staff (Safety)
· teach Travel Planning to, and improve Travel Awareness in, students, parents and staff (Safety / Access & Opportunity)
· identify road safety and streetscape measures that will make it safer and more attractive for students and their parents to walk – or cycle – to school. (Environment / Safety / Access & Opportunity)
