Responsibility For Pupil’s Bicycles Parked On School Premises 

The insurance arrangements maintained by the London Borough of Tower Hamlets LEA on behalf of schools in the borough does not provide cover for pupils’ personal property and belongings, such as bicycles. In this respect, it is suggested that parents should consider arranging their own cover, and this may be possible by extending private household insurance policies. The Council would only meet the cost of replacement/repair of a bicycle if it could be held legally liable for such loss or damage.

Whilst stating this point, schools should make every effort to reduce the risk of loss or damage, by locating bicycle stands in a visible position on school grounds. Pupils and parents should also attempt to minimise the risk by securing bicycles with appropriate locking facilities.
