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Introduction

The School

Globe Primary School is an LEA community school in Bethnal Green situated between Gawber Street and Welwyn Street with exits onto both these streets. The school has very limited playground space.

Access

The main entrance is in Gawber Street. The school is set between Welwyn Street and Gawber Street, both cul de sacs. The main entrance is in Gawber Street. The Welwyn Street entrance is used for School Bus drop off and pick up. The School Bus needs to park on the Keep Clear yellow zig-zags in order to drop off and pick up students.

Students

There is a roll of 350 pupils, ranging from nursery to Year six (three to eleven). We are a one and a half form entry school. We also have a provision for 30 children who have speech, language and communication needs. The majority of the children within this provision come by bus transport each day. 

The ethnic make up of the school is as follows, 61% Bangladeshi, 16% English, Scottish, Welsh, 10% African and Caribbean and the rest comprising Chinese, Vietnamese Other Black, Mixed and Other Asian.

The split between boys and girls is 56% boys and 44% girls.

The majority of our families live in the estates surrounding the school, off Globe, Roman and Old Ford road. However, we do have some who travel from Stepney Green, Mile End and the Isle of Dogs. 

Travel Issues

The main issue affecting Globe is the dangerous conditions which arise at the beginning and at the end of the school day. This is caused by the school being on a cul de sac and many parents bringing children to school by car and then wanting to park directly outside or as near as possible. There is also the situation whereby some parents leave their cars parked in the middle of Moravian Street while dropping off or picking up children. This causes arguments and ‘road rage’. The school has zig zag lines directly outside the Gawber Street entrance and parents pay little attention to these unless the Headteacher is standing outside the school. Crossing the road at this time is hazardous for both parents and children.

Plans 

There are no plans to increase the number of pupils at the school. 

Travel Strategy

The way forward is to encourage more parents to leave their cars at home. 

Our primary aim is to increase the number of people making the journey to and from Globe by sustainable means. This can be broken down into the following objectives:

· To establish habits of sustainable travel among all members of he school community from the earliest possible age.

· To create an awareness of the benefits of sustainable travel in terms of our responsibility to the environment and the local community, and in terms of the long-term health, safety and eventual independence of our children, parents and staff.

· To reduce congestion outside school and improve parking and driving habits around the school.

· To create a built environment in and around school that supports pedestrians and cyclists.

· To create partnerships with relevant agencies that helps us to achieve the above.

· To communicate our plans and actions effectively with our partners and the wider community.

School Ethos

Mission statement and Aims

Globe school provides a caring inclusive environment where we work towards ensuring that every child reaches his or her potential, socially and academically.

Our Ofsted inspection in June 2003 stated ‘pupils’ relationships are very good, attitudes and behaviour are good, with good provision for pupils’ personal development’.

Travel Plan links

Policies and Objectives

National Policies

· In July 1998, the Government issued its White Paper on Transport, which emphasised the need to address the use of cars for the school journey, since nationally more than quarter of children travel to school by car. Increasing car usage causes road congestion, air pollution, and can lead to reduced levels of fitness and an inability to cope with traffic as pedestrians.

· A Travel Advisory Group will be established at Globe in September 2004 to develop good practice and identify ways of addressing school journey issues and school travel plans are seen as a key component. In addition, all local authorities are now required to produce Local Transport Plans (LTP), which sets local transport targets for the authority and must include ‘an integrated strategy for reducing car use and improving children’s safety on the school journey’.

Local Policies

In tower Hamlets, car ownership is well above the national average with 80% of households owning one car and 40% owning two or more. Traffic has grown by more than 50% between 1985 and 1995, and the forecast is that it could double by the year 2025.

The Safer Routes to School initiative developed over the last few years combines Tower Hamlets strategies for reducing growth and road casualties, bringing together the Council, District, Health Authority and Police Authority, to devise an integrated approach for reducing unnecessary car use and improving safety on the home to school journey. It aims to provide or facilitate the provision of safer routes to every school in Tower Hamlets utilising a combination of education engineering, training and enforcement measures to encourage parents and pupils to walk or cycle for at least part of the journey to school. The School Travel Plans plays a crucial role in this process, by setting out an action plan of measures to help secure safer routes for individual schools.

Safer Routes to School Objectives

The objectives for Globe School Travel Plan are set within the wider context for the Safer Routes to School Initiative. These are as follows:

· To increase the number of pupils walking and cycling to school in safety, through a combination of education, training and publicity measures and through improvements to the built environment (where appropriate), seeking to address both real and perceived concerns for the safety of young people.

· To reduce congestion and associated pollution, around Globe, in order to enhance and improve the quality of life for all who live there.

· To promote the role of alternative modes of travel (walking, cycling, and public transport) in preference to the car, for all, or a substantial part of all journeys, emphasising the health benefits of sustainable forms of transport.

The benefits of a successful Safer Routes to School Project include:

· Developing lifelong and sustainable travel habits

· Creating a safer environment for the school community and the local community

· Reducing congestion in the areas around the school site;

· Reducing pollution and improving air quality in the local area

· Increasing independence, self-esteem, health and fitness of the pupils

· Improving access to facilities and promoting inclusion for all local people

· Improve standard of driving among parents and staff

How students and staff travel to school

75% of children walk to school and 15% come by car. Students that live outside the immediate environs of the school generally tend to be children who are in the school’s speech and language provision and travel by school bus. Siblings of these children also travel by school bus where there is an available space.

Identification of issues

Issues and Difficulties

· Car parking and dropping off outside the Gawber street gate from 8 50 to 9 00 causes
major congestion and angry exchanges between parents and complaints to the Headteacher.

· Ensuring that cars are not parked on the yellow zigzag lines.

· Children not walking enough, and their level of general fitness is suffering

· Parents feeling that car travel give greater security and control of their children, and take least time. Ideas, which need challenging.

Initiatives

What is already in place?

· Parents have expressed concern about the amount of cars outside the school during the morning and afternoon

· Headteacher enforcing non parking on zigzags outside school before and after school

· Regular items in weekly school newsletter about road safety outside school

· School involvement in Kerbcraft project

· Road safety is included in the schools PSHCE’s curriculum

What additional measures could be considered?

A number of additional measures could be implemented to enabler the project to meet its stated objectives. These include:

· School crossing patrol

· Walking incentive scheme

· School travel newsletters/notice board

· Drivers code of practice

· Induction talks for new parents

· Other training schemes

· Enforcement by council of lines outside school

· Distributing leaflets to school community (mixed languages)

· Expanding the PSHCE curriculum to encourage walking/cycling to school

· Involvement in cycle training as offered by LEA

Implementation

We recognise that in order to achieve a sustainable change in travel behaviour and increase the number of pupils walking and cycling to school in safety we will need to implement a mix of measures not only to improve and enhance the built environment, but also to influence the whole school community. Details of this are outlined in the action plan, which follows. 

Monitoring and Evaluation

Targets

· Increase numbers walking to school from 15% to 20% over the next 12 months.

· Increase numbers walking home over the next 12 months from 15% to 20% over the next 12 months.

· Reduce parked cars and number of traffic movements outside school. 

How will it be monitored?

· Regular travel surveys of parents/pupils, either written or ‘hands up’ type

· Monitoring of traffic volume and speed outside the school gates

· Yearly evaluation of changes

How will changes be reported?

Yearly update of the travel action plan will include findings of monitoring and presented at a Governors meeting and at a staff meeting.
