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Introduction

At Woolmore Primary School we see the School Travel Plan as one of the many ways we can help improve the local environment and promote a healthier lifestyle.  By implementing the School Travel Plan, we want pupils to learn the rules of the road and understand the ways to be safe when travelling around London. It is a one-form entry school with its own nursery, the range covering Reception through to Year 6.  There are 240 pupils on roll, the children’s heritage primarily Bangladeshi in origin.

1 Location

Woolmore Primary School is situated in the Poplar district of east London.  The school lies between two relatively quiet streets, Ashton Street and Woolmore Street, with Bullivant Street running along the school’s west side.  Running parallel, to the north side of Ashton Street is Commercial Road (A13).  And further west, running parallel to Bullivant Street, is Cotton Street (A1206).  Further away, on the school’s east side runs the A12, leading into the Blackwall Tunnel.

The majority of pupils at Woolmore walk to and from school as they live within less than 1 km from the school; many children live in flats located a short distance from the school.  A very small percentage of children travel to and from school by car and no children use public transport to travel to or from school.

The majority of staff uses public transport to travel to and from school.  Around the same percentage of staff walks or uses a car to travel to and from school and one person cycles to and from school.

Targets

Targets for July 2006
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To develop an annual plan to ensure that every child has education in Travel Awareness issues throughout their time in Woolmore
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To ensure each child in year 6 leaves Woolmore with an individual journey to school travel plan for their first year in Secondary School
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Every child in Nursery, Reception and Year 1 to have Road Safety education during their first Autumn Term
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All students to be involved in part of a Road Safety programme at least once every year 
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Increase number of students walking to school from 90% to 92%
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Decrease number of staff driving to school alone (i.e. not car sharing) from 33% to 28%
